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Ivan Korshunov paints in a hyper-realistic style using the old three-stage method
of painting. The author is convinced that this method organically combines with
the philosophy of his work. For Ivan, the most interesting aspect is the traditio-
nal images' transformation into a modern-day reality, the relationships between
time and traditions.
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
